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Technical Papers

Technical papers for presentation at the IEEE IAS APC workshop shall be prepared in accordance with the IEEE technical paper format and template provided to authors in the author kit. Papers that are not prepared in this format will be returned by the Review Committee Chair for revision by the author and must be re-submitted in the correct format to be included in the workshop proceedings.

The IEEE copyright transfer form supplied in the author kit must be completed by the authors and included with the paper submission. Papers cannot be included in the workshop proceedings unless this form is on file with IEEE.

In accordance with IEEE policy of non-commercial content in technical papers, authors must ensure that the papers are of a technical nature as opposed to a sales pitch for their products or services. The paper should present the work based on the technical merits of the approach taken to solve the application problem. Use of commercial product names, logos, or pricing in the content of the paper is not permitted and will not be accepted by the Paper Review Committee. The company affiliation of the author is permitted and is considered a sufficient commercial for the audience.

Presentation

The preferred format for presentation of the paper is MS PowerPoint. A computer and projector system is provided at the conference facility. Authors must advise the Technical Program Chair in advance if they intend to present with Overheads or 35mm slides so that arrangements can be made to provide the necessary equipment. PowerPoint presentation files must be sent to the Technical Program Chair in advance of the workshop so that all presentations can be loaded onto a single computer to facilitate a smooth transition between speakers and avoid last minute technical compatibility problems.

In accordance with IEEE policy of non-commercial content in technical sessions, authors must ensure that the presentations are of a technical nature as opposed to a sales pitch for their products or services. The presentation should present the work based on the technical merits of the approach taken to solve the application problem. Uses of commercial product names, logos, slide templates, or pricing in the content of the presentation is not permitted. Questions from the audience referring to competitive commercial products or pricing of the product or service should be deferred for discussion outside of the technical session. The session moderator reserves the right to terminate any presentation that is overtly commercial or in violation of these guidelines. The company affiliation of the author is permitted on the title slide and is considered a sufficient commercial for the audience.

Authors wishing to display their products or services in a commercial setting are welcome to participate in the mini-exhibition that is held during the workshop. These displays and presentations are arranged in a separate room apart from the technical session and provide ample opportunity to make business contacts with the workshop attendees so that the technical sessions can remain professional and non-commercial.
